



Canadians and their Government:




Federal, Provincial, and Municipal

Governments at all levels have a major impact on our lives.  Governments provide many of the essential services we use.  They pass laws that influence the foods we eat, the subjects we study in school, and the clothes that we wear.  Government policies may affect the number of doctors serving our area, the price of gasoline, or when we can get our driver’s license.  These are but a few of the many ways that governments have an impact on the lives of ordinary Canadians.

How does the federal government affect me?  
- What is the purpose of federal laws such as the Criminal Code of Canada, and the various consumer protection acts (Food Inspection Act, Food and Drug Act, Consumer Product Safety Act, Motor Vehicle Safety Act, Weights and Measures Act, etc.)?  How does this affect you personally?


- Do you have a Social Insurance Number?  Why?

- Do you use / have you used federal services? (eg. passport, post office, fly in a plane, use paper money or coins, etc.)

- Do you know anyone who receives federal benefits? (eg. pensions for grandparents, Employment Insurance, etc.)

- Do you know anyone who is employed by the federal government? (eg. RCMP, Canadian Forces, Civil Servants etc.)


- Have you paid taxes or fees to the federal government?

How does the provincial government affect me?
- Do you use / have you used provincial services? (eg. schools, healthcare facilities, visited provincial parks, drive on highways etc.)

- Do you have any provincially issued documents? (eg. birth certificate, health card, driver's licence, snowmobile licence, hunting licence, fishing licence, etc.)

- Do you know anyone who is employed by the provincial government? (eg. OPP, Provincial Park employees, teachers, doctors, etc.)


- Have you paid taxes or fees to the provincial government?

How does the municipal government affect me?
- Do you use / have you used municipal services? (eg. sports and recreation facilities, library, sidewalks, roads in town, etc.)

- Do you know anyone who is employed by the municipality? (eg. arena staff, town planners, clerks, the mayor, etc.)


- Have you paid taxes or fees to the municipal government?

Are you perhaps planning on working for some level of government in the future?
Is there any aspect of government service or function that surprised you?

In this assignment you need to consider how government affects you.  You will write an introduction and at least one paragraph for each level (Federal. Provincial, and Municipal) describing the connection and impact of that level of government on your own life.  You should draw on the examples from your own personal experience in this project where possible.  For your conclusion explain why government is important to you, and to Canadians in general.
